60R-1.0051 Hearing Officers.

The chairperson may appoint a single member of the Commission to serve as hearing officer in any case. The hearing officer shall take testimony and evidence and, within 45 days after the hearing or receipt of the hearing transcript, whichever is later, submit a recommended order to the full Commission with copies to the parties. The hearing officer shall allow each party at least 10 days in which to submit written exceptions to the recommended order. The recommended order shall be adopted, modified or rejected at the next meeting of the Commission, unless that meeting will be held less than 15 days after issuance of the recommended order, in which case the recommended order shall be considered at the next subsequent meeting of the Commission. The parties shall be provided with written notice of the hearing at which the Commission shall consider the recommended order. Parties may be permitted to argue the hearing officer’s recommended order if a written request is filed at least 5 days prior to the meeting at which the order will be considered.
