60S-2.008 Credit for Service Performed After Retirement.

(1) A retired person who, prior to July 1, 1990, was elected to a public office either included or not included in the Elected Officers’ Class, suspended his or her retirement benefit, and had his or her Florida Retirement System membership reinstated, shall, upon retirement from such office, have his or her retirement benefit recalculated to include the additional service and compensation earned during his or her period of reemployment in the public office in accordance with Rule 60S-4.004, 60S-4.005, or 60S-4.006, F.A.C., subject to the following:

(a) Upon assuming office, he or she must have suspended his or her retirement benefit and notified the Division in writing of his or her decision to claim credit for all service during his or her entire period of reemployment.

(b) The required contributions for the service credit claimed during his or her entire period of reemployment shall be made in accordance with subsection 60S-3.009(1), F.A.C.

(c) Service earned under this subsection shall be Elected Officers’ Class service, except for service in an elected office not included in the Elected Officers’ Class which shall be Regular Class service.

(2) Any retired member of a state-administered retirement system who, prior to July 1, 1990, held an elective office covered by the Elected Officers’ Class, and during such time did not participate as an active member of the system as provided in subsection (1), shall be entitled to purchase additional credit for such post-retirement service, as follows:

(a) For credit toward a second-career benefit under the Elected Officers’ Class as provided by subsection 60S-1.0055(4), F.A.C., such member shall pay the required contributions in accordance with subsection 60S-3.009(2), F.A.C.

(b) For credit toward a second-career benefit under the Regular Class as provided by Rule 60S-1.0045, F.A.C., such member shall pay the required contributions in accordance with subsection 60S-3.009(3), F.A.C.

(c) If a member does not wish to claim credit for all of the post-retirement service for which he or she is eligible, the service he or she claims must be the most recent service.

(3) A retired member of a state-administered retirement system who, prior to July 1, 1991, was reemployed in a regularly established position in a membership class other than the Elected Officers’ Class shall be entitled to purchase credit for such post-retirement service as follows:

(a) Such a member filling a position in the Regular Class, Special Risk Class, or Special Risk Administrative Support Class, shall be entitled to purchase credit in the Regular Class;

(b) Such a member filling a position assigned to the Senior Management Service Class shall be entitled to purchase credit in the Senior Management Service Class;

(c) Such credit shall be used toward a second-career retirement benefit as provided in Rule 60S-1.0045, F.A.C.

(d) The required contributions shall be paid as provided in subsection 60S-3.009(4), F.A.C.

(e) If a member does not wish to claim credit for all of the post-retirement service for which he or she is eligible, the service he or she claims must be the most recent service.
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
