60S-4.016 Survivor Benefits under Chapter 238, Florida Statutes.

Any member of the Teachers’ Retirement System who transfers to the Florida Retirement System shall retain his or her rights to survivor benefits under the Teachers Retirement System for 60 months after effective date of transfer or until he or she earns maximum disability coverage under Social Security as a result of his or her employment under the Florida Retirement System, whichever occurs first, and thereafter no such survivor benefits shall exist. If a deceased member is entitled to the maximum disability benefits under Social Security, his or her survivors shall not be eligible for any survivor benefits under the Teachers’ Retirement System.
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
