60W-1.002 Statements of Policy.

(1) Participation in the Institute's Supplemental Benefit Program shall not give any employee the right to be retained in the employ of an employer.

(2) The Division of Retirement shall deny participation to any employee who does not meet the requirements for participation in the Institute’s Supplemental Benefit Program as set forth in subsection 121.40(4), F.S., and these rules.

(3) A person who is entitled to any benefits from any state-supported retirement system or from Social Security based upon service as a Florida Cooperative Extension Service employee of the Institute, shall not be entitled or permitted to participate in the Institute’s Supplemental Benefit Program.

(4) Participation in the Institute’s Supplemental Benefit Program shall not constitute membership in the Florida Retirement System.

(5) Each eligible employee shall furnish to the Division of Retirement such information and forms as may be required for the proper enrollment of the employee in the Institute’s Supplemental Benefit Program.
