(1) As the state’s Title IV-D agency under section 409.2557(1), F.S., the Department must use federally approved forms in intergovernmental cases involving child support programs in other states, foreign countries, or tribes as required by 45 CFR 303.7(a)(4).
(2) The Department uses the General Testimony (CS-IS21) form to obtain a sworn statement about the information and facts of the case from a person seeking establishment of paternity, support, or paternity and support in an intergovernmental case. The Department provides the CS-IS21 to the other government’s child support program. Form CS-IS21, (effective 09/19/2017), (http://www.flrules.org/Gateway/reference.asp?No=Ref-08662), is hereby incorporated by reference in this rule.
(3) The Department uses the Declaration in Support of Establishing Parentage (CS-IS26) form to obtain a paternity affidavit from a person seeking establishment of paternity or paternity and support in an intergovernmental case. The Department provides the CS-IS26 to the other government’s child support program. Form CS-IS26, (effective 09/19/2017), (http://www.flrules.org/Gateway/reference.asp?No=Ref-08663), is hereby incorporated by reference in this rule.
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
