61-19.010 Miscellaneous Provisions.

(1) Licenses issued by the Department prior to March 31, 1988, shall expire on March 31, 1988, and each subsequent license issued shall expire on March 31 of each even numbered year. Following submission of the initial application, and the completion of investigation of the applicant, which investigation indicates that the applicant is qualified for licensure, the applicant shall be approved for issuance of a license upon payment of the initial license fee as specified in Rule 61-19.005 and upon the furnishing of a $5,000 bond as specified in Rule 61-19.004.

(2) All advertisements, contracts, representation or notice published or caused to be published by the talent agency shall include the words "Talent Agency", the name and license number of the agency as registered with the Department, and all other information required for compliance with 468.412(6).

(3) Franchised offices owned and operated by individuals are not deemed to be using the same name as another licensee as long as they are a franchise agency. They are required to obtain separate licensure and said license will carry the agency name and that of the applicant and operator.

(4) Contract – Artist and Talent Agency.

(a) A contract is required to be executed between an artist and the talent agency when the artist and the talent agency agree to have said talent agency secure employment for the artist. Should the circumstances of the arrangement between the artist and agency prevent a contract to be executed prior to the first engagement, the artist and the talent agency have seven (7) days after the commencement of the first engagement in which to execute said contract.

(b) All contracts between an agency and the artist are to contain words similar to the following: ___ (name of agency and license number) is regulated by the Department of Business and Professional Regulation, Northwood Centre, 1940 North Monroe Street, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-0750. Telephone number (850)922-4977.

(5) Monies collected by talent agencies from buyers are to be paid to the artist within five (5) business days after receipt of said monies and completion of said employment obligation. Receipt of said monies is interpreted to mean when said money can be reduced to cash.

(6) Criteria for Selection of Investigators.

The following criteria are hereby established for the selection of investigators or consultants who undertake investigations of complaints alleging violations of Chapter 468, Part VII, Florida Statutes, or the rules promulgated thereunder.

The investigator must meet minimum training and educational requirements as follows:

(a) Graduation from an accredited four year college or university; and

(b) Two years regulatory inspection experience; or two years of sworn law enforcement or investigative experience.

(c) Experience which meets the criteria specified in Section (6)(b) may be substituted on a year-for-year basis for the education required under Section (6)(b) of this rule.

(d) An equivalency diploma issued by a State Department of Education or by the United States Armed Forces or a qualifying score on the Department of Administration's Educational Attainment Comparison Test may be substituted for high school graduation.
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
