NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the South Florida Water Management District (SFWMD) Governing Board issued an Order Denying Application for Right of Way Occupancy Permit and Petition for Waiver under Section 120.542, Fla. Stat. (SFWMD 2006-031-DAO-ROW), on March 8, 2006, to Steven and Drora Davis. The petition for waiver was received by the SFWMD on September 29, 2005. Notice of receipt of the petition requesting the waiver was published in the Florida Administrative Weekly, Vol. 31, No. 41, on October 14, 2005. No public comment was received. Denial of the requested Right of Way Occupancy Permit and Waiver of District Criteria is due to the fact that the proposed fence encroachment, within the District’s southerly right of way of C-100C; S22/T55S/R40E, Miami-Dade County, constitutes a permanent and/or semi-permanent above-ground encroachment within 40 feet of the top of the canal bank and interferes with the District’s ability to access its right of way with maintenance vehicles and equipment and is therefore contrary to the District’s policy and rules; specifically, Rule 40E-6.011(1), (4), (5) and (6), Florida Administrative Code. In addition, the Application and Petition are inconsistent with the District’s Right of Way Management and Recovery Plan as approved by the Governing Board at their November 9, 2005 meeting.
