NOTICE OF CORRECTION

Notice is hereby given that the following correction has been made to the proposed rule in Vol. 43 No. 220, November 14, 2017 issue of the Florida Administrative Register.

SUMMARY OF STATEMENT OF ESTIMATED REGULATORY COSTS AND LEGISLATIVE RATIFICATION: The Agency has determined that this rule will have an adverse impact on small business or likely increase directly or indirectly regulatory costs in excess of $200,000 in the aggregate within one year after the implementation of the rule. A SERC has been prepared by the Agency.

The following is a summary of the SERC:

For Rule 59A-4.1265, F.A.C., the nursing home industry estimated the cost for a 120-bed facility to add a generator to meet requirements is $315,200.  Therefore, the average cost per bed is $2,626.66.  There are currently 683 nursing homes in Florida with a total of 83,668 beds.  However, 102 of those nursing homes (12,855 beds) have indicated they are in compliance with Emergency Rule 59AER17-1 and would be considered in compliance with this proposed rule.  83,668-12,855 = 70,813 beds in the state x $2,626.66 = $186,001,674.58 total for all nursing home facilities.

The Agency has determined that the proposed rule is expected to require legislative ratification based on the statement of estimated regulatory costs.
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
