The proposed improvements include removing old asphalt and repaving the existing roadway and safety enhancements such as intersection improvements. The project also includes traffic operational improvements such as new turn lanes, turn-lane extensions at select locations, and a proposed reduction in the number of thru lanes from 3 in each direction to 2 in each direction. Buffered bicycle lanes are also being proposed.
