61E12-41.005 Examinations; Forms for Certification.

(1) Applications for certification shall be made on an Application for Water or Wastewater Treatment Plant Operator Certification DBPR form DBPR/WWT/APP/001, incorporated herein by reference and effective 4/95 and submitted with an application fee, examination fee, and license fee as specified in Rule 61E12-41.011, F.A.C., to be received no less than 90 calendar days prior to the date of the examination. The application form can be obtained by writing the Department of Business and Professional Regulation, Wastewater Management Section, 1940 North Monroe Street, Tallahassee, Florida 32399. Applications received less than 90 days prior to the date of examination shall be processed for the next examination cycle. Applicants shall comply with all certification requirements as specified in Rule 61E12-41.003, F.A.C. (except examination), and submit appropriate fees specified in Rule 61E12-41.011, F.A.C., before being approved for examination. Only qualified applicants who have met the eligibility requirements will be allowed to sit for the examination.

(2) An applicant may apply to retake a failed examination, by submitting an Examination Profile Data Form for Operator Certification (BPR/OES-018/rev. 07-93), incorporated herein by reference and effective 11-2-93, supplied by the department for such purposes with the re-examination fee specified in Rule 61E12-41.011, F.A.C.

(3) If an applicant is scheduled for an examination and if he/she does not sit for the scheduled examination, the examination fee will neither be refunded nor carried forward to the next examination cycle.

(4) The examination consists of multiple-choice questions. All questions are equally weighted. Knowledge, skills, or abilities in the following content areas will be tested on the examination:
