61E12-41.009 Denial of Application or Renewal of Certificates; Notice of Denial or Renewal.

(1) The department shall deny an application or renewal of a certificate for the following reasons:

(a) Submission of false or misleading information on the certification application or renewal request.

(b) Submission of a non-redeemable check with the certification application or renewal request.

(c) Failure to supply information needed to complete the application or renewal request.

(d) Failure to pass the appropriate examination as provided for in Rule 61E12-41.005, F.A.C.

(e) Fraud or cheating on an examination.

(f) The licensee is under investigation by the department.

(g) Previously revoked or currently suspended certificate.

(h) The operator’s license has been subject to disciplinary or enforcement action in another state prior to applying for licensure in Florida.

(i) Any of the reasons listed in Rule 61E12-41.013, F.A.C.

(2) Upon denial or renewal of a certificate, the department shall give written notice to the person involved. Within 14 days of receipt of notice, the person affected may request a public hearing pursuant to Chapter 120.57, F.S.
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
