61F6-9.020 Delegation of Powers and Duties to Physical Therapy Council.

(1) Pursuant to Section 486.025(2), Florida Statutes, the Board delegates to the Physical Therapy Council the following powers and duties necessary to carry out the provisions of Chapter 486, Florida Statutes:

(a) Certification of applicants for examination and certification for licensure.

(b) Issuance of temporary certificates to applicants for certification.

(2) The Board shall enter Final Orders in disciplinary cases against physical therapists and physical therapy assistants. The determination of probable cause to issue an administrative complaint against a physical therapist or a physical therapist's assistant shall be made by the Board.

(3) Rulemaking proposals, petitions for declaratory statement and petitions to adopt, amend or repeal rules which relate to the practice of physical therapy, shall first be presented to Council. The Council shall consider the matter and make recommendations to the Board as to the appropriate action to be taken.
