61G1-13.001 Experience Requirements.

(1) The diversified program of architectural experience required in Section 481.211, F.S., shall include training and experience under the direct supervision of an architect in the following areas of practice:

(a) Programming – Client Contact

(b) Site and Environmental Analysis

(c) Schematic Design

(d) Building Cost Analysis

(e) Code Research

(f) Design Development

(g) Construction Documents (graphics)

(h) Specifications and Material Research

(i) Documents Checking and Coordination

(j) Bidding Procedures

(k) Construction Phase – Office

(l) Construction Phase – Observation

(m) Office Procedures

(2) An applicant engaged in a full time teaching position in an architectural program approved by the Board pursuant to Section 481.209(2)(b), F.S., shall receive credit, not to exceed one year, for the internship required in Section 481.209(2)(b), F.S. Notwithstanding the foregoing, no applicant may complete an internship without at least two (2) years of acceptable training in an architect’s office (one year of which must be in the United States or Canada) as set forth in subsection 61G1-13.001(1) or Rule 61G1-13.0021, F.A.C.
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
