65C-13.026 Continuing Education.

(1) Licensed out-of-home caregivers shall be offered continuing education opportunities by their supervising agency. For those licensed out-of-home caregivers unable to attend, other methods shall be developed for satisfying this requirement. 

(a) Continuing education materials shall be approved by the supervising agency if they meet the requirements set forth in Section 409.175(14)(d), F.S. Continuing education materials must be approved prior to use. 

(b) Completion of continuing education requirements shall be documented on the provider training page in FSFN.

(2) Licensed out-of-home caregivers participating in required continuing education shall be reimbursed pursuant to Section 409.175(14)(d), F.S.

(3) If the absence of the caregiver during training would leave children without approved adult supervision, the supervising agency shall make arrangements for child care or shall reimburse the caregiver the child care purchased by the caregiver for children in his or her care.
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
