61G3-15.0215 Motion for Reconsideration.

(1) General Provisions.

(a) Any party to a proceeding who is adversely affected by an order of the Board may serve a motion for reconsideration within twenty (20) days after issuance of the order. The motion must specifically state that the Board has overlooked a relevant fact, has misconstrued the law, or that circumstances have arisen which the party asking for reconsideration could not reasonably have presented to the Board at the time of the Board’s original consideration of the matter. The Board will not entertain any motion for reconsideration of an order which disposes of a motion for reconsideration. This twenty (20) day period provided for reconsideration does not toll or delay the period provided for an appeal of a final order of the Board.

(b) A party may serve a response to a motion for reconsideration within ten (10) days of service of the motion for reconsideration.

(c) Such motions and responses shall be filed with the executive director of the Board with copies served on all other parties including the BPR prosecuting attorney.

(d) A final order shall not be deemed rendered for the purpose of judicial review until the Board disposes of any motion for reconsideration of that order.

(e) Failure to file a timely motion for reconsideration or response shall constitute a waiver of the right to do so.

(f) Oral argument on any pleading filed under this rule shall be granted solely at the discretion of the Board.

(2) Contents. Any motion or response filed pursuant to this rule shall contain a concise statement of the grounds for reconsideration and the signature of counsel, if any.
