61G5-22.001 Purpose.

Recognizing that cosmetology/specialty training involves the use of tools and chemicals which may be dangerous when applied improperly; that cosmetology/specialty training is performance objective oriented; and, that the quality of acceptable performance for a student to be deemed competent must be the quality of work expected from a new employee in a beauty salon, the following learning (theory) and performance (practical) objectives are detailed to assure minimal competency by the performance of services required to protect the public from discernible danger. Performance of these services is provided as a basic curricula which shall be used in cosmetology schools in the State of Florida.
