GENERAL SUBJECT MATTER TO BE CONSIDERED: FDOT, District One, is holding an Alternatives Public Meeting for the Able Canal Pathway Project Development and Environment (PD&E) Study from Harns Marsh to Joel Boulevard to allow interested persons an opportunity to review the proposed alternatives and express their views concerning the location, conceptual design, and social, economic, and environmental effects of the proposed improvements to the Able Canal Pathway in Lee County, Florida, Financial Project ID No. 435351-1-22-01.

Build Alternatives for the proposed shared-use pathway include one option on the north side of the Able Canal, one option on the south side of the canal, and combination options (“hybrids”) of the north and south alignments.
