61G6-9.001 Continuing Education for Reactivation.

As a condition to the reactivation of an inactive license, a licensee must submit proof of the completion of twelve (12) classroom hours of continuing education which meets the criteria set forth in Rule 61G6-9.002, F.A.C., for each year of inactive status, not to exceed 48 hours. Of the twelve (12) classroom hours required per year, at least seven (7) hours must be on technical subjects, one (1) hour on workers’ compensation, one (1) hour on workplace safety, one (1) hour on business practices and, for alarm system contractors and electrical contractors engaged in alarm system contracting, one (1) hour on false alarm prevention. The continuing education credits needed for reactivation must be completed within the 4 years preceding reactivation.
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
