61G18-11.003 Reexamination.

An applicant who fails any portion of the state examination for licensure shall be required to submit an application, an application fee, and the reexamination fee set forth in Rule 61G18-12.002 and to retake only that portion or those portions of the future examination on which he failed to achieve a passing grade, so long as the scores of the portions passed remain valid. The determination of whether the applicant passed or failed any portion of a previous examination shall be based on the laws and rules in effect at the time the application being acted upon is received. If the applicant fails to achieve a passing grade as provided above, he shall be required to take and pass the complete state examination for licensure in order to be licensed as a veterinarian.
