61J1-1.007 Board Member Compensation.

(1) Unless otherwise provided by law, a board member shall be compensated $50.00 for each day he attends an official meeting of the board which shall include probable cause panel meetings, and for each day he participates in any other business involving the board. In addition, a board member is entitled to per diem and travel expenses as set by legislative appropriation for each day that the member engages in the business of the board.

(2) Other business involving the board shall be defined as:

(a) Appearances before a legislative committee, upon direction of the chairperson of the board or the chairperson of the committee.

(b) Attendance at a meeting with the staff or contractors of the Department of Business and Professional Regulation at the request of the Secretary of the department or the executive director of the board.

(c) Attendance at a conference, seminar or trade association meeting in the capacity of a member of the board.
