65B-38.002 Definitions.

Definitions as they appear in Chapter 393, F.S., Chapter 10F-14, F.A.C., and those contained herein shall apply.

(1) Administrator or Director – The person who is responsible for the overall management of an ICF/DD licensed under this Chapter and is:

(a) A Qualified Developmental Disabilities or Mental Retardation Professional or

(b) A duly licensed nursing home administrator.

(2) Advanced Registered Nurse Practitioner – A person duly licensed to practice professional nursing and certified in advanced or specialized nursing practice in accordance with Chapter 464, F.S.

(3) Advocate – A person who represents and protects the rights and interests to which an individual is entitled and attempts to remove barriers to meeting the individual’s needs.

(4) Age Appropriate – Services, programming, equipment and supplies that are appropriate for persons who do not have a developmental disability and who are of approximately the same chronological age as the individual.

(5) Certified behavior analyst – A person who is certified under the Florida Behavior Certification Program.

(6) Client – For the purpose of this rule, any person who is receiving active treatment services in an ICF/DD.

(7) Clusters – Clusters are ICF/DD living units of up to eight beds, organized in facilities of 24 beds as authorized by the Legislature through the Appropriations Act for FY 77-78 and subsequent years.

(8) Day program – A program that provides day services for individuals in a non-residential setting. The array of services can include pre-school, pre-vocational and vocational training, behavioral training, behavior management, adult education, recreation, semi-independent and independent skills development training and individual therapies.

(9) Developmental Intermediate Care Facility for the Developmentally Disabled – A licensure category for an ICF/DD indicating that the living unit or facility serves individuals who are in need of level of care 7 or 8. Living units for existing facilities must be 16 beds or less.

(10) Developmental Medical Intermediate Care Facility for the Developmentally Disabled – A licensure category for an ICF/ DD indicating that the living unit or licensed residential facility serves individuals who are in need of level of care 9. Living units for existing facilities must be 16 beds or less. A facility licensed under this category may also serve individuals needing level of care 7 or 8.

(11) Drug – As defined under federal law, any article or substance included in official books of standards, such as, United States Pharmacopeia, National Formulary, or Homeopathic Pharmacopeia of the United States.

(12) Duly Licensed – A person who is currently licensed by the State of Florida.

(13) Existing Facility – Any facility that was licensed and certified or had received preliminary construction plan approval under Chapter 10D-29, F.A.C., prior to December 1, 1978, or under Chapter 65B-38, F.A.C., on or after December 1, 1978, and before June 1, 1989. These facilities will continue to be licensed according to physical plant requirements in effect at the time of initial licensure. All other requirements (such as programs and staffing qualifications) must be in compliance with this revised rule.

(14) Facility – For the purpose of this rule the total administrative unit officially licensed and certified as an ICF/DD, which may consist of a number of living units.

(15) Habilitation Plan or Support Plan – A document that identifies the needs of an individual client and the programs and services to meet those needs and is derived through a joint interdisciplinary, professional diagnosis and evaluation process. The ICF/DD habilitation plan or support plan must meet the requirements in 42 C.F.R. 483 for an Individual Program Plan (IPP).

(16) Habilitation Planning Committee (HPC) or Support Planning Team – In an ICF/DD, the interdisciplinary team (IDT) of the individual client, professionals, and others that plan for the development and implementation of an individual client’s habilitation plan or support plan in order to achieve a unified, integrated program designed to meet the individual’s identified needs and overcome barriers to increased independence. The composition and function of the interdisciplinary team must meet the requirements found in 42 C.F.R. 483. Parents of minors or guardians of any client will be requested to participate. Other interested parties of a competent individual will be invited to attend if requested by the individual or by the IDT if approved by the individual.

(17) Interdisciplinary Process – An ongoing method of individualized client program development and modification by which the individual and persons of different disciplines, competencies, and experiences communicate face-to-face or through other methods to produce a consistent, integrated, and coordinated program plan of activities, experiences, and therapies.

(18) Level of Care – A system of classification used by Medicaid prescreening as defined in Rule 10C-7.034, F.A.C. For purposes of this rule, level of care is the type of care required by an individual residing in or applying for admission to an ICF/DD, based upon medical and related needs as defined in subsections 65B-38.002(19), (20) and (21), F.A.C.

(19) Level of Care 7 – A level of care code for individuals who have a developmental disability and are in need of ICF/DD placement as defined in 42 C.F.R. and are ambulatory or self-mobile using a mechanical device such as canes, walkers, or wheelchairs. These individuals also are able to transfer themselves without human assistance. This level of care includes individuals previously determined as level of care 6.

(20) Level of Care 8 – A level of care code for individuals who have a developmental disability, are in need of ICF/DD placement as defined in 42 C.F.R. and are capable of mobility only with human assistance or need human assistance in order to transfer to or from a mobility device.

(21) Level of Care 9 – A level of care code for individuals who have a developmental disability and are in need of ICF/DD placement as defined in 42 C.F.R. This code is primarily for individuals who are non-ambulatory and capable of mobility only with human assistance and require continuous medical/nursing supervision for chronic health problems. Continuous medical supervision means at least monthly observation by a physician or physician’s assistant or an advanced registered nurse practitioner (ARNP) that is documented by a progress note entry of the findings, as well as 24 hours per day, seven days per week availability of routine or emergency physician’s services. In addition, there must be licensed nursing staff on site 24 hours per day, seven days per week.

(22) Licensed Practical Nurse – A person duly licensed to practice as a practical nurse in accordance with Chapter 464, F.S.

(23) Licensed Residential Facility – A facility licensed by the Office of Licensure and Certification to provide room and board to provide for the emotional, physical and social welfare of the resident. This definition excludes foster homes under the Children, Youth and Family program that are licensed by the department.

(24) Living Unit – The self-contained areas or buildings providing for the functions of sleeping, dining, food preparation, activity, living, and bathroom spaces. All newly constructed or renovated living units, that become licensed after the effective date of this rule, shall be no larger than six beds and shall meet the requirements of Rule 65B-38.003, F.A.C.

(25) Living Unit Staff – Those staff responsible for the supervision of the client within the living unit on a 24 hour basis. Additional duties include the provision of training in self-care, daily living, socialization and other skills as indicated by the client’s individual habilitation plan or support plan.

(26) New Facility – A facility that is initially licensed subsequent to the effective date of this amended rule.

(27) Pharmacist – A person duly licensed to practice the profession of pharmacy in accordance with Chapter 465, F.S.

(28) Physician – A person duly licensed to practice medicine in accordance with Chapter 458, F.S.

(29) Physician’s Assistant – A person duly licensed to perform medical services in accordance with Chapter 458, F.S.

(30) Qualified Developmental Disabilities (QDDP) or Mental Retardation Professional (QMRP) – A person who meets the requirements for a QDDP or QMRP that are listed in 42 C.F.R. Part 483, Subpart E, Section 483.430, F.S.

(31) Registered Nurse – A person duly licensed to practice as a registered professional nurse in accordance with Chapter 464, F.S.

(32) Relief – Personnel of comparable qualifications and competency who have been engaged to substitute for absent staff members to implement programs and effectively assume responsibilities to which they are assigned.

(33) Restraint – Any device, instrument, manual method, or chemical, including an enclosed crib or barred enclosure, used to limit or restrict an individual’s movement (or normal function of a portion of a client’s body) in order to prohibit the occurrence of a specific action. This definition excludes physical guidance or prompting techniques; response blocking to interrupt an undesired behavior; devices used to provide support for the achievement of functional body positions and equilibrium that have been prescribed by an appropriate health care professional; devices used as a part of a specific medical, dental or surgical procedure; and standard safety belts used to prevent a client from accidently falling from a stretcher, wheelchair or moving vehicle.

(34) Self-Mobile – The ability to independently use a walker, cane, wheelchair or other mobility device without the assistance of others, including the ability to transfer into and out of the mobility device without assistance.

(35) Severe Maladaptive Behavior – Actions of the individual that, without environmental, behavioral, physical, or chemical intervention, result in or have the potential for detectable external or internal damage to one’s self or others requiring medical attention or that occur with sufficient frequency, magnitude, or duration that a life-threatening situation might result. These behaviors may also be referred to as challenging behaviors.

(36) Shared Facilities and Services – Those central services and facilities such as food preparation, maintenance, laundry and management that are shared by living units within a facility or with other facilities.

(37) Site or Premises – The geographic space or property where licensed residential facility is located.

(38) Supervision – Directing, overseeing, instructing, monitoring, guiding, and evaluating individuals.
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
