The Florida Department of Transportation will conduct a public hearing for the proposed improvements to U.S. 301 from County Road (C.R.) 470 East to State Road (S.R.) 44 in Sumter County. Improvements consist of widening U.S. 301 from a two-lane roadway to a four-lane roadway, realigning a portion of U.S. 301 south of the City of Coleman, and reconstructing the Florida’s Turnpike interchange at U.S. 301, while minimizing potential impacts to the natural and human environments. The alternatives also consider roundabouts and a diverging diamond interchange at Florida’s Turnpike.

The hearing will begin as an informational open house at 5:30 p.m., during which time project displays and other information will be available for review.
