65B-38.004 Responsibilities for Operation.

The ownership of a facility, through the appointed administrator, shall:

(1) Be certified subject to federal regulations as a provider of Medicaid services to persons who are mentally retarded or who have related conditions (42 C.F.R., 42 C.F.R. 431, 42 C.F.R. 435, 42 C.F.R. 440, 42 C.F.R. 442, and 42 C.F.R. 483).

(2) Be responsible for compliance with applicable provisions of Chapter 393, F.S., this rule, and the rules of the Developmental Services Program Office.

(3) Be licensed in accordance with Sections 393.067 and 393.501, F.S., and this rule.

(4) Admit Department of Children and Family Services clients who are referred by and coordinated with the district developmental services program administrator or residential services director. The individual’s needs must be consistent with the facility’s licensure category. In the case of facilities of six beds or less that are developed in response to a published bed need, the facility must meet the client characteristics identified in the approved proposal application or certificate of need submitted in response to the bed need advertisement or certificate of need publication, bed capacity, and provide needed services to the individual. The district developmental services program office will maintain a current waiting list and will make appropriate referrals to the facility within five working days after written notification of a vacancy.

(5) Provide sufficient seasonal clothing as required by the individual, when that individual, next of kin, or advocate does not provide clothing. This shall include a basic wardrobe as required by the individual, including a five day supply of sleepwear, socks and shoes, outer clothing such as shirts, pants or dresses, a winter coat or covering and personal grooming items.
