65B-38.005 License Required.

Before any person may either directly or indirectly operate an ICF/DD under Section 393.067, F.S., application shall be made and a license received from the Office of Licensure and Certification, which shall be based upon compliance with all applicable state and federal laws, rules, regulations and codes including compliance with the federal regulations for certification (42 C.F.R. 431, 42 C.F.R. 435, 42 C.F.R. 440, 42 C.F.R. 442, and 42 C.F.R. 483) as a provider of Medicaid services.

(1) A copy of the license shall be available for review.

(2) In the event of change of ownership of the facility, the new owner shall request the required inspections to be made and shall submit, or cause to be submitted, an application for a new license, 90 days prior to the change.

(3) In the case of a facility applying for first licensure after purchase of a facility previously licensed under other ownership, a signed agreement to correct identified licensure deficiencies shall accompany the new license application required by subsection 65B-38.006(2), F.A.C.

(4) When a facility is leased by the owner to a second party for operation, said second party shall apply to the licensing agency for a new license. A copy of the lease agreement or affidavit showing which party is to be held responsible for the organization, operation and maintenance of the facility shall be filed with the application for a new license.

(5) The department and the Office of Licensure and Certification will provide information to facilities to assist in attaining and maintaining compliance with licensure and certification standards.
