65B-38.028 Life Safety and Fire Protection.

(1) Standards for fire prevention for ICF/DD are those set forth in Chapter 4A-38, F.A.C., Uniform Fire Safety Standards for Residential Facilities for Individuals with Developmental Disabilities, as applicable to the classifications of occupancy therein.

(2) Responsibility for enforcement of these requirements is vested within the department.

(3) The local fire safety office (Office of Licensure and Certification) shall survey the facility annually. Based upon the survey, a report of deficiencies will be provided to the facility with a specified time frame for correction.

(4) Fire prevention, fire protection and safety practices shall be the responsibility of the administrator or director. All fires or explosions shall be reported immediately to the local fire department, the Office of Licensure and Certification, and the district and state Developmental Services Program Offices, with a copy to the county health officer in case of fire.
