65C-12.004 Ongoing Health Care.

(1) Ongoing health care supervision will include a health history; periodic physical examination as indicated by the early and periodic screening, diagnosis and treatment periodicity schedule or as otherwise deemed necessary; sexually transmitted disease information; periodic development screening; immunizations; dentistry; family planning; women, infants and children (WIC) services; nutrition services; risk assessment home visits; and acute episodic care with referral and follow-up, as indicated.

(2) Based on the health care needs of the child and with guidance of the child protective investigator or service counselor, the shelter parent or provider shall select a health care provider who accepts Medicaid reimbursement and is an enrolled Medicaid provider as the child’s medical home for the provision of on-going health care. A shelter parent or provider selecting the county public health unit will be assigned to the nearest child health clinic.
