65C-12.010 Central Placement Authority.

(1) The constant movement of children into and out of emergency shelter care mandates that placements and releases be tracked on a daily basis. In order to keep this information current, a centralized emergency shelter placement unit or individual must be designated for each county or service area. A service area may include more than one county using the same group of shelters.

(2) Placement Responsibilities.

(a) The unit or individual designated as the central placement authority must track the following:

1. All available shelter beds;

2. All children placed in each shelter home or facility; and

3. All placements and releases in each shelter home or facility on a daily basis.

(b) Any “crossover” placements such as a child on shelter status placed in a foster home, a foster child placed in emergency shelter, or between certain geographical boundaries must be tracked. “Crossovers” must be made only with the prior knowledge and approval of the designated central placement authority for each program or geographical area.
