65C-27.002 Timeframes.

(1) When the department believes that a child is in need of an initial suitability assessment for residential treatment, a representative of the department must make a request to the Agency for Health Care Administration that coordinates the qualified evaluator registry.

(2) It is the responsibility of the department to obtain from the Agency for Health Care Administration the time and place for the evaluation and transport the child and required clinical records to the appointment with the appointed qualified evaluator. 

(3) After 14 working days the department shall contact the Agency for Health Care Administration to obtain a copy of the findings of the evaluator. 

(4) For all children in the custody of the department that are placed in residential treatment, an independent review must be conducted at least every 90 days after the child’s initial placement so long as the child remains placed in a residential treatment center. It is the department’s responsibility to notify the Agency for Health Care Administration no later than 60 days from the child’s initial placement in residential treatment and every 90 days thereafter so long as the child remains placed in a residential treatment center to request an independent review.
