Whether pursuant to subsections 718.103(8) and paragraphs 718.108(1)(a) and 718.113(2)(a), Florida Statutes, or the Declaration of Condominium, the association has the authority to selectively give away portions of the common elements by approving structures which effectively appropriate the common areas for the exclusive use and enjoyment a single owner. 2. Whether pursuant to subsections 718.103(8) and paragraphs 718.108(1)(a) and 718.113(2)(a), Florida Statutes, a unit owner is permitted to convert an area of the common elements into a limited common element, or appropriate an area for his or her exclusive use.
