65E-10.018 Client Eligibility for Placement in Residential Treatment Programs.

(1) To be eligible to be admitted to a program encompassed by these rules, a child must:

(a) Be under the age of 18;

(b) Be currently assessed as emotionally disturbed by a clinical psychologist or by a psychiatrist licensed to practice in the State of Florida, with experience or training in children’s disorders; be impaired to the extent that residential services are required; and

(c) Have been assessed by the appropriate district multidisciplinary team and determined eligible for service.

(2) State Children’s Mental Health funding, purchase of services, shall not be used to maintain children over the age of 18 in programs encompassed by these rules or to place a child in an out of state residential treatment program.
