65E-20.003 The Right to Individual Dignity.

In addition to those elements of dignity and respect enumerated in § 916.107(1), F.S., every forensic client is entitled to the following:

(1) Restraint or seclusion only insofar as clinically authorized as necessary to prevent imminent harm to self, others, or property, or as necessary to prevent an escape;

(2) Freedom from neglect or abuse;

(3) Reasonably safe living conditions and protection from harm;

(4) Appropriate seasonal attire;

(5) The opportunity to be outdoors and to participate in physical exercise at regular intervals, in the absence of medical or security considerations.
