2A-7.005 Certification Withdrawal, Invalidation, Expiration, and Termination.

(1) A program participant may withdraw from program participation by submitting to the Address Confidentiality Program written notification of withdrawal and her or his current authorization card. Certification shall be terminated on the date of receipt of this notification.

(2) If the Attorney General terminates a program participant’s certification pursuant to s. 741.404, F.S., the Address Confidentiality Program shall send written notification of the termination to the participant’s last known mailing or residential address. The participant shall be advised of the right to appeal the termination.

(3) In order to protest a termination, the program participant may request a hearing pursuant to the provisions of s. 120.569 and s. 120.57, F.S., and Chapter 28-106, Florida Administrative Code, Uniform Rules of Procedure.

(4) If the terminated participant was a protected records voter, the Address Confidentiality Program shall notify the Supervisor of Elections in writing when a participant has been terminated from the program.
