2B-2.008 Plan.

(1) The agency shall make final orders accessible and available to the public by sequentially numbering and indexing all final orders. The agency shall make the final orders and subject matter index available to the public.

(2) The agency clerk shall assist the public in obtaining information pertaining to final orders.

(3) The system or process used by the agency to search and locate final orders required to be indexed is as follows: All final orders are retrievable by style of case, case number, subject matter, statutory reference, and final order number.

(4) The agency maintains and stores such final orders and index in the offices of the Florida Elections Commission at 1802 Capitol, Tallahassee, Florida. The office is open to the public between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., excluding holidays and weekends.
