62-29.030 Application for Conceptual Agency Review.

(1) A developer may elect to request a conceptual agency review either concurrently with the development-of-regional impact review and comprehensive plan amendments, if applicable, or subsequent to a preapplication conference held pursuant to subsection 380.06(7), F.S.

(2) A developer requesting conceptual agency review shall submit to the appropriate district office of the Department seven copies of the Application for Conceptual Agency Review on Form 62-343.900(1), effective July 4, 1995. That form is incorporated by reference in this rule. (4) To ensure protection of public health, safety and welfare, all engineering drawings and related materials provided with the application shall be certified by a professional engineer as required by Chapter 471, F.S., and subsection 62-4.050(3), F.A.C. Any land survey associated with an application shall be certified by a land surveyor in accordance with Chapter 472, F.S.
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
