62-29.050 Standards for Issuance or Denial of Conceptual Agency Review.

(1) In evaluating applications for conceptual agency review, the Department recognizes that the applicant may not be able to provide information with the same level of detail as would be required for a construction or operation permit. This is true because the proposed project may only be in the conceptual or planning stages. Accordingly, the Department will approve only those aspects of a project for which sufficient information is available for the Department to determine compliance with applicable rules and regulations.

(2) No approval of an application for conceptual agency review shall be issued unless the applicant has provided the Department with reasonable assurance, based on plans, engineering drawings or other information, that the impacts of the proposed location, densities, intensity of use, character or major design features will not cause or contribute to violations of water quality standards contained in Chapter 62-4, 62-302, F.A.C., and that the project will comply with all other applicable rules of the Department.

(3) Dredging and filling projects shall be evaluated in accordance with Rule 62-312.080 or Rules 62-312.150 and 62-312.160, F.A.C., whichever is applicable.
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
