PURPOSE AND EFFECT: To ease the impact on industry and educate prior to implementation of the maintenance control programs requirement.

SUMMARY: Extending the code compliance date with the Maintenance Control Programs documentation requirements for elevators installed under ASME A17.1b-1998 and ASME A17.1b-1995 and earlier versions of ASME A17.1.

SUMMARY OF STATEMENT OF ESTIMATED REGULATORY COSTS AND LEGISLATIVE RATIFICATION: 

The Agency has determined that this will not have an adverse impact on small business or likely increase directly or indirectly regulatory costs in excess of $200,000 in the aggregate within one year after the implementation of the rule. A SERC has not been prepared by the Agency.
