62-303.300 Methodology to Develop the Planning List.

(1) This part establishes a methodology for developing a planning list of waters to be assessed pursuant to subsections 403.067(2) and (3), F.S. A waterbody shall be placed on the planning list if it fails to meet the minimum criteria for surface waters established in Rule 62-302.500, F.A.C.; any of its designated uses, as described in this part; or applicable water quality criteria, as described in this part. It should be noted that water quality criteria are designed to protect either aquatic life use support, which is addressed in Rules 62-303.310-.353, F.A.C., or to protect human health, which is addressed in Rules 62-303.360-.380, F.A.C.

(2) Waters on the list of water segments submitted to EPA in 1998 that do not meet the data sufficiency requirements for the planning list shall nevertheless be included in the state’s initial planning list developed pursuant to this rule.
