62-312.045 Jurisdictional Intent.

The Department recognizes that the natural border of certain water bodies listed in Rule 62-312.030, F.A.C., may be difficult to establish because of seasonal fluctuations in water levels and other characteristics unique to a given terrain. The intent of the vegetation indices in Rules 62-301.400 and subsection 62-301.200(3), F.A.C., is to guide in the establishment of the border of the water bodies listed in Rule 62-312.030, F.A.C. It is the intent of this section to include, in the boundaries of such water bodies, areas which are customarily submerged and which are contiguous to a recognizable water body (i.e., areas within the landward extent of waters of the state as defined in subsections 62-301.200(3) and (4), F.A.C.). Isolated areas that infrequently flow into or otherwise exchange water with a described water body are not intended to be included within the dredge and fill jurisdiction of the Department. The vegetation indices in subsection 62-301.200(3) and Rule 62-301.400, F.A.C., are presumed to accurately delineate the landward extent of such water bodies.
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
