62-312.085 Periodic Review of Permits.

(1) Pursuant to subsection 403.921(1), F.S. (1991), the Department shall review each permit that is issued for more than 5 years at the end of the first 5-year period and each subsequent 5-year period thereafter, if applicable. The Department review shall begin 90 days before the end of the 5-year period and shall include a notice to the permittee. The Department shall review the file and inspect the project site for compliance with the terms of the permit, including the General and Specific Conditions and Monitoring Requirements.

(2) If the Department determines that the permittee is not in compliance with the terms of the permit, revocation or suspension of the permit may be initiated pursuant to Rule 62-4.100, F.A.C.

(3) As an element of the five-year periodic review, the Department shall notify the permittee of any additional permit conditions to be added to the original permit based on sections adopted during the preceding five-year period.
