62-312.210 Procedures to Obtain a Long-Term Permit.

(1) Application for permit.

(a) Application for permit under this part shall use DEP Form 62-312.900(1), F.A.C., supplemented with DEP Form 62-312.900(5), F.A.C.

(b) All technical studies and other data collection required to complete the application shall be undertaken at the applicant’s expense. However, the applicant may use any data compiled by others which is pertinent.

(c) An application fee as set forth in Rule 62-4.050, F.A.C., shall accompany the application.

(2) Department review. The Department shall review the application according to Part I of this chapter except that an application for a long-term permit shall be approved or denied within 135 days after receipt of the original completed application, or receipt of the timely requested additional information, or correction of errors or omissions. The 135-day period shall be tolled in accordance with Section 120.60 or 403.815, F.S.

(3) Notice. The applicant shall publish a public notice in accordance with Rule 62-110.106, F.A.C., except that the notice shall be surrounded by a prominent black border with a three-column heading in bold letters:

“Notice of Proposed Agency Action on an Application for a Long Term Permit for (name of applicant)”

The notice shall be prepared by the department following the format set forth in Rule 62-110.106, F.A.C., and shall be paid for by the applicant.
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
