62-330.100 Purpose and Intent.

(1) The Department hereby adopts by reference certain Environmental Resource Permit rules of the water management districts to be used by the Department in conjunction with Rule Sections 62-312.020 and 62-312.400-.470, and Rule Chapters 62-4, 62-40, 62-45, 62-101, 62-103, 62-113, 62-160, 62-300, 62-302, 62-340, 62-341, 62-342, 62-343, 62-520, 62-522, 62-550, F.A.C., whenever, pursuant to the operating agreements authorized under Section 373.046(4), F.S., it exercises its independent authority under Part IV, Chapter 373, F.S., to regulate surface water management systems, including activities in, on or over wetlands or other surface waters. The terms “surface water management system” or “system” include stormwater management systems, dams, impoundments, reservoirs, appurtenant works, or works, or any combination thereof, and include dredging or filling. “Dredging” means excavation, by any means, in surface waters or wetlands as delineated by the methodologies or rules authorized under Sections 373.421 and 373.4211, F.S., or by Chapter 62-301, F.A.C., when authorized under Section 373.414(12), (13), (14), (15) or (16), F.S. It also means the excavation, or creation, of a water body which is, or is to be, connected to such surface waters or wetlands, directly or via an excavated waterbody or series of excavated waterbodies. “Filling” means the deposition, by any means, of materials in such surface waters or wetlands.

(2) In implementing these rules, wherever the terms “District,” “Governing Board,” “Board,” or “Executive Director” appear in the rules adopted by reference, the term “Department” shall be substituted when the terms apply to action to be taken by the Department when implementing Part IV of Chapter 373, F.S., under the operating agreements adopted pursuant to subsection 373.046(4), F.S. Definitions in the rules of the water management districts incorporated by reference and in the Department rules listed in subsection (l) are applicable when the Department acts pursuant to this rule chapter. For those activities regulated by the Department under the operating agreements adopted pursuant to subsection 373.046(4), F.S., where there are any conflicts between the rules of the water management districts adopted by reference and the rules of the Department, the rules of the Department shall take precedence.

(3) The address of any water management district should also be substituted with the appropriate address of the Department and its District and Branch offices, as shown in Rule 62-101.020, F.A.C.
