The rule will, by its effect, also remove Form 40 (Certification by Trustee of Qualified Blind Trust), which was adopted by reference in Rule 34-7.010(1)(j), F.A.C.
SUBJECT AREA TO BE ADDRESSED: The subject area to be addressed is ethics and qualified blind trusts.
