A public hearing will be conducted by the Babcock Ranch Community Independent Special District (“District”) on November 21, 2019, at 1:00 p.m. at 14750 State Road 31, Punta Gorda, Florida 33982. The public hearing will be a rulemaking hearing and will provide an opportunity for the public to address proposed rules that set fees and charges related to the District’s water utility, as well as proposed changes to the ERC Calculation Tool. The purpose and effect of the proposed rules is to provide for efficient and effective District operations, and to provide sufficient revenues to meet expenses and provide services within the boundaries of the District. The Rate Schedule shall be adjusted pursuant to this section as required.
