The following fees are required for the activities associated with operator examination and licensing:

(1) Applicants for operator examinations shall submit the following fees with the application. All application fees are non-refundable.

(3) Applicants may apply for both the examination and license at the same time as specified in subsection 62-602.420(3), F.A.C. Fees required for these applications are the total of the fees from subsections (1) and (2) above for the level requested. Application fees are non-refundable.

(4) All A, B, and C level license holders shall renew licenses biennially and pay a non-refundable $75 fee to the Department before a renewal license will be issued. Level D license holders shall renew licenses biennially and pay a non-refundable $50 fee to the Department before a renewal license will be issued.

(5) To obtain a duplicate license or wall certificate, the licensee must submit a written request and pay $25 for each duplicate requested.

(6) To reactivate an inactive license, a reactivation fee of $100 shall be paid in addition to the specified biennial license renewal fee.

(7) A fee of $75 will be required for examination reviews conducted in accordance with Rule 62-620.560, F.A.C.

(8) Candidates requesting a hand-score of the examination shall be charged a $10 fee for the service.

(9) The fees stated in subsections (1) and (2) above shall be $10 for an application, $10 for the examination, and $10 for licenses and renewals for wards of the state upon submission of written evidence, with the examination application or renewal notice, to the Department that said individual is a ward of the state.
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
