62-708.300 Applicability.

(1) No later than October 1, 1989, each county and municipality shall determine and inform all residential and non-residential users of solid waste management services within the county's or municipality’s service area of the users’ share, on an average or individual basis, of the full cost of solid waste management as determined pursuant to this rule.

(2) No later than December 19, 1990, each county and municipality shall determine the full cost for solid waste management within its service area for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 1988, and ending September 30, 1989. These full costs shall be disclosed pursuant to Rule 62-708.500, F.A.C., no later than December 19, 1990.

(3) Thereafter, each county and municipality shall determine and publicly disclose, pursuant to the provisions of this rule, the full cost of solid waste management within its service area for each fiscal year within six months of the fiscal year-end.

(4) If a county or municipality does not provide any solid waste management services, it is exempt from the requirements of this rule.

(5) In instances where counties and municipalities have entered into interlocal agreements to provide solid waste management services any party to that agreement may fulfill the requirements of this rule.
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
