62-708.500 Public Disclosure of the Full Cost of Solid Waste Management.

(1) Each county and municipality shall annually inform the residential and non-residential users of solid waste management services within its service area of the users’ share, on an average, which may be calculated per user, per parcel, per cubic yard or other appropriate method, or individual basis, of the full cost of solid waste management services. The full cost of solid waste management services shall be reported for residential and non-residential user categories. To the extent the service element is provided, the full cost calculated for each user category shall be reported separately for the following cost elements: solid waste collection, solid waste disposal and recycling.

(2) The public disclosure requirements of this rule shall be fulfilled by meeting one of the following provisions or other public disclosure methods approved in writing by the Department:

(a) By mailing a copy of the notice of public disclosure to each residential and non-residential user of solid waste management services within the solid waste management service area of the county or municipality;

(b) By enclosing a copy of the notice of public disclosure in or with a bill sent to each residential and non-residential user of solid waste management services within the service area of the county or municipality; or

(c) By publishing a copy of the notice of public disclosure in a newspaper of general circulation within the county. Such notice shall be a display-type advertisement not less than one-quarter page in size.

(3) Within 14 days of meeting the requirements for disseminating the notice of public disclosure, each county or municipality shall provide the Department a copy of the public disclosure notice used to meet the requirements of this section. In addition to a copy of the notice, each county or municipality shall provide to the Department a certification on its letterhead in the format set forth below:

The solid waste management full cost disclosure notice, a copy of which is attached, for the fiscal year ending ______, does not, to the best of my knowledge, contain any untrue statements or calculations or fail to present any material facts which should be included for the purpose of properly informing the public of the full costs of solid waste management.
