62-807.450 Preliminary Statement of Issues.

(1) Each agency which received an application under the provisions of Section 403.9407(3), F.S., must submit a preliminary statement of issues to the department, the applicant, to the agencies which have received copies of the application, and to the other parties no later than 60 days after distribution of the complete application, regardless of whether the application is deemed sufficient. The department must also prepare a preliminary statement of issues on matters within its substantive jurisdiction, and submit it to the applicant and to the other affected agencies.

(2) The statement needs to focus on issues of apparent inconsistencies with the agency's applicable nonprocedural regulations and major issues of concern to the agency, but not the sufficiency of information provided in the application. This should be a brief synopsis rather than a full report. Detailed explanations shall be provided in the agency report required under Section 403.941(2), F.S.
