62B-49.003 Policy.

(1) Pursuant to Sections 161.055 and 373.427, Florida Statutes, if an activity requires both a permit pursuant to Section 161.041, Florida Statutes, and an environmental resource permit pursuant to Part IV of Chapter 373, Florida Statutes, a single application for the activity shall be submitted. The activity may not be undertaken until a joint coastal permit is issued, as provided in this chapter.

(2) If an activity requires both a joint coastal permit and a proprietary authorization, a single application for the activity shall be submitted. The activity may not be undertaken until a joint coastal permit and a proprietary authorization have been issued, as provided in this chapter.

(3) Any application submitted pursuant to this chapter shall not be deemed complete, and the timeframe for approval or denial shall not commence until the Department has received all information required for: a coastal construction permit under Section 161.041, Florida Statutes and Chapter 62B-41, Florida Administrative Code; an environmental resource permit under Part IV of Chapter 373, Florida Statutes, and Title 62, Florida Administrative Code; and a proprietary authorization, under Chapters 18-18, 18-20 and 18-21, Florida Administrative Code, if applicable.

(4) If a proposed activity is exempt from the provisions of either Section 161.041, Florida Statutes, and Chapter 62B-41, Florida Administrative Code, or Part IV of Chapter 373, Florida Statutes, and Chapters 62-312, 62-4, and 62-343, Florida Administrative Code, the provisions of this chapter shall not apply.

(5) Nothing in this chapter shall be construed to limit an applicant’s ability to make separate applications for stages, phases, or portions of a project separate from an activity requiring both: a proprietary authorization under Chapter 253 or 258, Florida Statutes; and a Joint Coastal Permit under Chapter 161, Florida Statutes.
