62B-49.007 After-the-Fact Permits and Authorizations.

(1) Applicants for after-the-fact permits and after-the-fact authorizations, if needed, shall submit a complete application using DEP Form 73-500 effective 6-95, titled Application for a Joint Coastal Permit, within 120 days of receipt of authorization to submit the application, including the appropriate fees to the Department address provided in subsection 62B-49.005(1), Florida Administrative Code. Failure to timely submit the information shall result in the Department proceeding with issuance of a final order requiring termination of the activity, removal of any unauthorized structures and restoration of the affected area.

(2) Receipt of an after-the-fact permit or after-the-fact authorization under this chapter shall not relieve the applicant from imposition of the fines or criminal sanctions imposed pursuant to Florida Statutes.
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
