62C-39.012 Violations, Injunctive Relief, and Penalties.

(1) Upon determination by the secretary that an operator is in violation of any requirement of this chapter, he shall notify the operator in writing by certified mail of the nature of the violation and specify the dates by which corrective action shall begin and be completed.

(2) If the operator fails to take corrective action as specified in the notice of violation, the secretary may institute civil action in a court of competent jurisdiction to seek injunctive relief to enforce compliance with the requirements of Chapter 378, Part IV, Florida Statutes, and to impose and recover any civil penalty allowed by Section 120.69, Florida Statutes.

(3) Any operator who begins resource extraction without meeting the requirements of Chapter 378, Part IV, Florida Statutes, shall be liable to the state for any damages suffered, as provided in Section 378.409, Florida Statutes.
